The certi� cation of safety-critical applications for Galileo, 

the civil satellite navigation system with service guarantee, is 

developed at the Research Airport. Among others, modern 

automotive driver assistance systems are bene� ting from this.

Unmanned micro air vehicles, developed in Braunschweig, are 

sampling meteorological data and surveying forest damage for 

some years. Braunschweig is Europe‘s largest civil � ight test cen-

ter, hosting 11 dedicated experimental aicraft and 16 simulators 

for � ight and automotive research. With the development of 

“Caroline”, an autonomous car, the semi � nal of the “DARPA 

Grand Challenge 2007” was reached.
